Dear Engaged Couple, 

 
 The purpose of this pamphlet is to help you plan your 
wedding and to answer some of the many questions which 
arise concerning wedding arrangements, the rehearsal, costs, 
and the specific guidelines for a wedding at First Presbyterian 
Church.  A church wedding is a Christian worship service.  It is 
a time to celebrate with God, our families and friends what the 
Lord is doing in the lives of two Christians.  Therefore, all 
things should be carefully and faithfully planned.  
 First Presbyterian Church, its pastors, and staff look 
forward to helping you plan not only for your wedding day but 
also for your marriage together.  
 All of the churchȭs programs are supported solely by 
the financial gifts of members and friends from week to week 
and year to year. For instance, it actually costs over $200 a day 
just to open the church doors. Add the costs of staff, programs, 
mission and ministry and First Presbyterian Church is 
supported by about $1700 a day mainly through the giving of 
its members. The 2003 renovation of our beautiful, historic 
sanctuary and building cost $4.5 million. 
 Therefore we think it appropriate to offer this church 
for weddings for a flat fee of $1,500 which includes the use of 
the building for the wedding rehearsal and ceremony, the 
services of the churchȭs pastor, wedding coordinator and 
custodian, and if you wish, organist.  
 We hope that we can help make your wedding day and 
your married life all that God means for them to be as you 
consider having your wedding ceremony here at First 
Presbyterian Church.

A Message From the Pastors 
 

 We believe that marriage is a gift of God for the welfare and 
happiness of husband, wife, and family. The wedding ceremony is 
a Christian service in which Godȭs people worship the Lord, hear 
his word, and celebrate the covenant and commitment made by a 
woman and a man in the presence of God and the community of 
faith. 
 
A wedding may be for a day, but a marriage is a lifetime.  As  
pastors, we want to see the marriage relationship grow and  
succeed throughout the coupleȭs life together. Therefore we ask 
that a couple meet with a pastor two to four times in preparation 
for both the wedding ceremony and the marriage. Understanding 
that First Presbyterian is a Christian community of faith, we ask 
couples to attend Sunday worship here at First Presbyterian or 
another church as part of their preparation for including God in 
their marriage. 
 
We offer two types of relationship questionnaires that make for 
insightful conversations. 0ÒÅÐÁÒÅȾ%ÎÒÉÃÈ assesses relationship 
strengths and growth areas along with couple agreements and 
family dynamics. The -ÙÅÒÓ-"ÒÉÇÇÓ 4ÙÐÅ )ÎÄÉÃÁÔÏÒ produces a  
personality profile to compare and contrast preferences of  
individual personality types, with a view to making positive use of 
differences. 
 
The best thing that we pastors can offer is the founding of a  
marriage on personal faith and relationship with God in Jesus 
Christ. We hope that the weeks and months leading up to your 
wedding will be a time of significant spiritual growth as well. 
 
We are delighted to have you invited the Church to be part of your 
wedding day and that you intend to make Christ the center of your 
life.  Thank you for including us, as pastors in the church, in your 
wedding day and marriage. 



 

Before setting a date for your wedding or sending out wedding 
announcements, it is very important to  contact the church office 
regarding possible dates and appropriate fees. The wedding date 
must be scheduled two months in advance and will be 
dependent on sanctuary and pastor availability. 
 
The rental fee for the Sanctuary is $1,500, and includes the use 
of the Brideȭs Room, Groomȭs Room, and the Sanctuary for a one 
hour rehearsal, a  three hour ceremony, and two hours of 
decorating time before the wedding day (per Sanctuary 
availability). The fee also includes the services of the Wedding 
Coordinator, the organist or pianist, the pastor, and the 
custodian. 

 

The pastors of First Presbyterian Church enjoy officiating 
weddings for friends and guests of the church. Ordained 
ministers of other Christian churches are also welcome to 
officiate the service, per approval by a First Pres pastor.  
 
If you plan on using one of First Presȭ pastors, an appointment 
must be made by calling the church office and speaking directly 
with the pastor.  This initial appointment must include both the 
bride and the groom. Please come 15 minutes early to your first 
appointment so that you can fill out a wedding information form. 
 
If you would like to have a guest pastor officiate the ceremony, 
please have him/her contact the church office as soon as 
possible. First Pres pastors will decide whether to extend the 
invitation to the guest pastor. Please note that you would be 
responsible to pay an agreed upon honorarium directly to the 
approved guest pastor beyond the normal church flat fee.  
 
Weddings performed by a Justice of the Peace are not permitted 
at First Presbyterian Church. 

 

 

The reception area, located directly behind the sanctuary,  
comfortably hosts 85 guests and features a parlor area with 
comfortable seating and a kitchenette. Chairs and tables will be 
provided for the reception, but the couple must provide all table 
cloths, decorations, dinnerware, and serving ware.  
Hors  devours  may be brought in or catered, but the facility may 
not be used for any food preparation or cooking.  
The fee for this space is $450, which includes two hours of deco-
ration time the day before the ceremony and three hours for the 
reception. Please contact the Church Wedding Coordinator if you 
would like to hold your reception at the church. 
 
 

 

 Children who are participants in the wedding ceremony 
(flower girls, ring bearers, etc.) should be at least five years of 
age.  Nursery care is not available. 
 
 

 

The wedding fee covers one hour for the rehearsal and three 
hours for the wedding day. Any additional time required must be 
pre-arranged with the Church Wedding Coordinator and addi-
tional charges may apply.  All wedding fees must be paid to the 
church one month prior to the time of the rehearsal.  The church 
is not responsible for any gifts, clothing, or other personal pos-
sessions left in the building.  Couples are encouraged to make  
arrangements with the Church Wedding Coordinator to have 
valuables locked in the church office. For more information, 
please visit us at www.fpcslc.org/fpc-weddings-2/.

Every wedding at First Presbyterian Church must use the  
services of the churchȭs Wedding Coordinator.  Our Wedding  
Coordinator is the liaison between the couple and the church, 
and will advise you when making your wedding plans in relation 
to your ceremony and church use. 

The Coordinator is a wonderful resource of ideas regarding your 
ceremony program, decorations, and order of events.  She will 
attend and assist with the rehearsal as well as direct the  
wedding party on your wedding day. 

After your initial meeting with the pastor, all questions,  
requests, changes, and concerns must be directed to the Church 
Wedding Coordinator.  The Coordinatorȭs name and contact in-
formation may be found on the back of this brochure. 
 

 

Decorations should enhance the spirit of worship and  
celebration. Use of candles for decoration must meet the  
standards of the Church Buildings and Grounds Committee and 
be in accordance with local fire codes. 

The church does not have candelabra; candelabra, aisle cloths, 
table linens, etc. may be rented from your florist or rental  
company. No adhesive materials, tape, thumbtacks, wire, etc. 
shall be used for decorations that will damage furniture or walls. 
Painterȭs tape, masking tape, and white or gray sticky tack are 
approved for use on our walls. 
 

First Presbyterian Churchȭs Organist/Pianist typically plays at all 
weddings in the Sanctuary.  If the Church Organist/Pianist is not 
available, he will suggest an alternate. All arrangements for  
other music or accompanists should be discussed with the 
Church Wedding Coordinator.  

All musicians, DJs, or other performers must provide their own 
sound equipment for a wedding reception. 

 

With so many traditions, meanings, and understandings  
regarding the Sacrament or Ordinance of the Lordȭs Supper 
(also known as Holy Communion or the Eucharist), First  
Presbyterian Church does not permit the serving of communion 
at a wedding ceremony. 
 

 

Rice, confetti, and bird seed are prohibited on the church  
property. 
 

 

The wedding photographer may take pictures using the natural 
light of the building or the preset lighting used for the  
ceremony. Time can be arranged for formal poses before or  
after the ceremony. 
 

 

No alcoholic beverages are permitted on the church property.  
It is the responsibility of the bride and groom to ensure that no 
one in the wedding party attends either the rehearsal or the 
wedding if they are under the influence of alcohol. 

Smoking is prohibited in the church building. This includes the 
dressing room and restroom facilities. 
 

 

The rehearsal is generally held in the late afternoon or early 
evening, one day prior to your wedding day. It is important that 
all parties concerned with the wedding be present at least 15 
minutes before the rehearsal. To meet your needs, First  
Presbyterian Church will set aside a full hour for your  
rehearsal. The Pastor and Church Wedding Coordinator will  
direct the rehearsal. Please bring your marriage license to the 
church office either one week prior to your wedding, or to the 
wedding rehearsal.
